Building upon the successes of the Inter-Livery Sailing Weekend hosted annually by your 
Company, the Social Committee is opening its arms to sailors and non-sailors alike to welcome 

everyone to a Great Family Outing at, and near, Rutland Water. 

Highlights will include the following: 

Guided Walk of Uppingham 

 10.00 am:  Meet at the Sailing Club with your car (or other arranged transport). 

 10.30 am:  Coffee in Uppingham School (20-24 High Street West, Uppingham.  LE15  9QE). 

 Our usual excellent Blue Guide will escort us around this historic town. 

 12.30 pm – lunch in Uppingham (our Guide will have suggestions) or elsewhere, or have a 
picnic on the banks of Rutland Water itself and watch the sailors practicing their skills. 

For this event, we will be charging £10 per person (£5 for children under 16). 

Inter-Livery Sailing 

 Meet at Rutland Sailing School in Edith Weston (south side of Rutland Water). 

 Practice starts 10.00 am, with – if required – help and tuition from the Sailing School. 

 12.30 pm – break for lunch at the Sailing Club, or picnic, or elsewhere: your choice. 

 After lunch – compete for the Henderson Trophy. 

This event is open to sailors of all skill levels, including beginners.  The costs of this event are: 

 Sailing (morning and afternoon) in Sailing-School boats – £80 (£60 for children under 16) 
– this price includes tuition for those who would like some. 

 Experienced sailors using their own boat – £12  for the day (free if Rutland Club members). 

Or just come and watch from inside or on the balcony of the Rutland Sailing Club – no charge. 

Other daytime activities for you to chose from include: 

 Bring-Your-Own Family Picnic by the side of beautiful Rutland Water (under-cover 
facilities available in the Sailing Club in case of inclement weather). 

 Hire a bicycle and explore all or part of Rutland Water – or just go for a walk. 

 Visit the Bird Sanctuary, discover Normanton Church & museum, or explore Stamford. 

Evening 

 Join us at the Club House for the Masters’ Reception and presentation of the Henderson 
Trophy by the High Sheriff of Rutland to the winner of the afternoon’s Sailing Regatta. 

 7.00 pm – buffet dinner at the Sailing Club – again, all welcome whether or not you’ve been 
to any of the other events.  The charge for this event is £34 per person (£17 for under 16s).  
(Drinks are available at the bar but are not included in this price.)
